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A History of West Dearborn
Street

By Diana Harris from her book,
Englewood Lives

1923 wa an important year in Florida
history. The construction of the Tamiami
Trail began. When completed, it connected Tampa to
Miami. All towns along the way wanted to be included on
the new Tamiami Trail and Englewood was no exception.

Englewood became ancorporated town in November
of 1925. It included 13 square miles. Four miles of the
town were located on the Gulf of Mexico, on Manasota
Key, and eight miles were located around Lemon Bay on
the mainland. Many subdivisions had been mapped.

Much growth hadaken place since the Nichols Brothers
had filed the original plat map in 1896.

One of the largest was the Chadwick Beach Subdivision
on Manasota Key. Other subdivisions were Tyler &
Darling, Bay Vista and Hygenia, which catered to movie
people and theat stars.

A National Memorial University was planned. This
increased size qualified Englewood to be the second larges
town in Sarasota County, therefore making it hard to
exclude it from the Trail.

The Tamiami Trail would come into Englewood on
what wasknown locally as Old Englewood Road, the real
name being Olive Street. It would follow W. Dearborn
Street and exit via River Road. Englewood started
formulating plans. The town would have six miles on the
Trail and it was decided by the first mayor, Mahd P.
Rampe, and his town council to call those six miles
Tamiami Boulevard. It would be 100 feet wide and marked

R - s e
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in three locations with twin stone pillars inscribed with
features of Englewood.

In 1928 the Tamiami Trail became reality. Everyone
was veryoptimistic about the economic advantages the
Tamiami Trail was going to bring to the communities along
its route. To mark its opening, the governor of Florida
along with a large entourage traveled in a motorcade the
length of the new highway, stoppingati the towns on the
Tralil.

When t he s maowade arriveddn Englewood it
stopped, and speeches were givwen the front porch of
Z i e ¢ IStere which was located on W. Dearborn Street.
The building, which was probably built in 1923, still stands
and houses Old Englewood Hardware Store. The speech
makers promised that day in 1928 that the Tamiami Tralil
would always go through Englewood.

But the Florida Land Boom, which started about 1923,
came to an end in 1928. The stock market crashed in 1929.
The catastrophe ended the flow of tourists and prospective
land buyers. The good times came to a screeching halt and
earlier promises made by politicians were soon forgotten.

The Great Depression @@d tighter budgets and it
w a st aconomical for the highay to make a loop through
Englewood. A straight line from Venice through what is
today North Port made more sense.

AThe Little City at the Tul
was known for a short while, lost its prominent spot on the
highway, never to beaigained. But for an exciting mamt,

In 1960 the color barrier in Englewood was broken on
W. Dearborn Street. A group of black African missionaries
visiting a loal church were served at the Woodbine
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Restaurant

E n g | e svaddesd lduilding, on the mainlang,on the
corner of W. Dearborn Street and Old Englewood Road. It
was built in 1896 by the Quimby familgs a home and as
Mr s . QuBoarding ouse for Lagls and Gentlemen.

At the end ofV. Dear bor n St Laadng,
dock, with its feet in the water, once stood the Royal
Casino, an establishment for dining, dancing and gambling
built in 1924.

A half block d f W. Dear bor ns fiStt r ¢
church building was constructed in 1926. One block off W.
Dearborn Street is the Elsie Quirk Library whigbemed in
196 2. |t w as sfirst Hibragyl o whe Sdrdsota
County side of town.

One block from W. DearbaorStreet is the Lemon Bay
Wo masn©ub built in 1925, the only building in
Englewood on the National Register of Historical Places.

Today historic W. Dearborn Street remains an active and
lively commercial street containing galleries, boutiques and
restaurants
